Purpose

Conditions of Award

The sum can be used to assist in the development of MASTS consortia and, in particular, the engagement of consortia with Scottish SMEs, covering, for example, economy travel and subsistence of prospective project partners to attend preparatory meetings and workshops. Modest incidental costs of staging such events. Paying for additional administrative assistance to support Principal Investigators in developing applications etc.
